Grading Policy

The 7th Grade Grading Policy will be as follows:

Each assignment will be given a point value (for example, 10/10, 20/20, 100/100).  Tests and projects will receive the largest number of points, but class assignments and daily homework assignment will also each receive points.  (This means that not completing daily class and homework assignments will greatly affect your grade).

 

Late Class/Homework Policy: 

      Late assignments and tests will only be accepted one school day after the due date!
      Late assignments will automatically result in a 10% grade reduction.
 

Absent Policy:

If a student has been absent, he/she must check the “Absent Folder” for any missed activities and/or assignments.  After a student has checked the Absent Folder they may see the teacher for additional instructions, explanations, or materials.

 

Students will be allowed one day per day missed to make up assignments until the assignment is considered late.  (This means if you are absent on Monday, you have until Wednesday to get your assignment in on time.)
 

Tests:

· Tests will be administered per chapter.  

· Each test will contain a variety of sections including:  Matching, Multiple Choice, Interpreting Graphs/Maps/Chart/Documents, Short Answer, Oral Questioning and Essay items.  
· Students will ALWAYS be given a review guide that they often may complete for extra credit points.  (To receive the points, the review guide must be turned in before the test is given).
Projects:  A variety of projects will be completed throughout the school year.  
 
Ticket-Ins:  Most days, students will begin the lesson by completing a short activity or answering a question.  
Journals:  Students may be asked to write a personal reflection or opinion pertaining to the day’s lesson/issue.  A “Journal Sheet/Section” will be kept in their notebook and will be checked along with the contents of the notebook when taking the chapter tests. 

Extra Credit Policy:

      Each student can earn up to 20 extra credit points for the entire semester.

      Please check with the teacher before completing any extra credit!
